1.0 Purpose of Report

1.1	To provide information to members concerning proposal of including the new parishes: Clyffe Pypard & Bushton, Dauntsey and Tockenham to become permanent parishes to benefit from the BSPCBF.

2.0 Background

2.1	The 3 new areas were introduced on a 2 year temporary basis from 2023.  Each new area was allocated £10,000 each for 2 years (£20,000 for each parish for the period 2023-2025)

3.0 Current Situation

The new areas have currently applied for the following funds:

· Clyffe Pypard & Bushton Village Hall – Footpath Improvements (2025/26) not yet approved
· Dauntsey PC Recreation Ground - £5,000 (2023/24) approved
· Dauntsey Church Tower Restoration - £5,000 (2025/26) not yet approved
· Tockenham Village Hall – Damp Proofing - £3,944.72 (2023/24) approved
· Tockenham PC Play Equipment - £9,007 (2024/25) approved
· Tockenham Village Hall – Water Heaters and Hand Driers -£3,533.72 (2024/25) approved
